a. Jesus knows when that happens to you, 

b. Jesus cares when you feel like that, 

c. Jesus proactively put a plan in place that is so good, that it 

can deal with your anxiety. 

4. How does Jesus inserting himself into your life in these kinds of 

ways, help you be less troubled?
