4. The relationship between what God shows us of himself and
ourselves is illustrated really clearly in something called the Cross
Chart (that comes out of Serge and is in Thune/Walker's The
Gospel-Centered Life). It's a way of showing how our awareness of
what Jesus has done for us has to keep growing (deepening) over
our lives as we walk with the Lord. If it doesn't, then as the Spirit
works to sanctify us (make us like Jesus), we will tend to fall off into
either pride or despair.
